Information about the Course:
Sarum College in the Cathedral has offered us plenty of rooms.  They come in single room, single with en suite and double with en suite depending on your budget and preference.  There are also hotels and pubs in the city centre (walking distance) which you can book yourself.
Sarum College will provide all meals if we wish or we can make a booking to eat out in town and/or people can do their own thing at lunch time.  For now, I have booked all breakfasts, 3 x lunches and 2 x dinners, just so the College knows roughly what we might need.  These can be firmed up nearer the time.
The weekend is being organised by Jane Ebel with pricing done at cost.  This means that the more people who sign up, the cheaper it becomes for everyone.  The group needs to cover the costs of: Anna Stegmann’s fees and expenses and the main room hire.
At the moment, the programme for the weekend is flexible and will depend on the final group of players.  We are assuming that you would like to play as a large ensemble for some of the time; but will enjoy forming smaller groups and playing on 415 instruments.  Some of you may wish to participate in a masterclass session.  If so, perhaps you could let us know in advance.  If you require a keyboard accompaniment, please let us know this too!

Anna has kindly offered to give a 45 minute recital in the chapel of Sarum College on Thursday evening.  We will open this to the public and she will be selling her CDs as well. We shall request donations on the door, which will go towards Anna’s time as well as some of the incidentals for which we haven’t budgeted!

Music: Anna suggests a mixture of large, modern ensemble works (such as Soren Sieg) as well as earlier music, which will enable us to work on ornamentation and fine detail.  If you have any preferences (or extreme dislikes!) please let us know.

Pricing:  this is the hard part; but at the moment we believe the cost of the weekend for people booking into a single room (not en suite) with everything included (except two suppers out in town) will be £389 (obviously if people are local to Salisbury, then I will send a separate price to cover tuition, venue and any meals taken).  The price quoted includes: 4 nights’ accommodation in a single room, breakfasts, lunches, tuition, venue hire.  If more people participate and savings are made, we will be able to reduce the price for everyone.
For now, we are asking for a £50 deposit, so that we can secure the rooms in Sarum College.
